The comprehensive Report of the Special Committee-was compiled on the basis
of statements of deserters who flew to the West. The summary of the statements
of these anonymous witnesses tries to make believe as if everything that happened
in Hungary last October and November was the result of internal dissatisfaction.

Well, we have a legion of proof and we would like to draw the Committee's
attention to two cases: we recommend the questioning of two strongly anti-
communist witnesses, of a gentleman from Switzerland and a lady from England.

The Committee should invite Mr. Nicolaus Bernouli, an attorney in Switzerland
and ask him ‘ﬁ?hput on a uniform and why he c'fossed the Austria/Hungary border.
After 3-4 days he returned and speaking with a correspondent on the Hungarian
paper in Switzerland "Uj Hungaria", he said ",,.if I think of the Russian tank
and the few communist soldiers who were killed, I feel that it was worthwhile".
The correspondent added to this report, saying that "this Swiss attorney was
not the only one who crossed the Austria/Hungary border, coming from the West.
