The General Assembly,

Recalling its previous resolutions on the Hungarian problem,

Reaffirming the objectives contained therein and the continuing concern of
the United Nations in this matter,

Having received the report of the Secretary-General of 5 January 1957
(4/3485),

Desiring to ensure that the General Assembly and all Members of the United
Nations shell be in possession of the fullest and best available information
regarding the situation created by the intervention of the Union of Soviet
Socislist Republics, through its use of armed force and other means, in the
internal affairs of Hungary, as well as regarding developments relating to the
recommendations of the General Assembly on this subject,

1. [Esteblishes, for the above-mentioned purpose, a special committee

composed of representatives of 3 » ’ , and 3
to investigate and to establish and maintain direct observation in Hungary and
elsevhere, taking testimony, collecting evidence and receiving information, as
appropriate, in order to report its findings to the General Asgembly at its ;
present session, and thereafter from time to time to prepare additlonal reports
for the information of Members of the United Nations and of the General Assembly
if it is in session; /
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2. (Calls upon the Union of Soviet Socialist Republics end Hungary to
co-operate in every way with the Committee and, in particular, to permit the
Committee and its staff to enter the territory of Hungary and to travel freely
theréin;

Fs Requests all Member States to assist the Committee in any way appropriate
in its task, making available to it relevant information, including testimony
and evidence, which Members may possess, and assisting it in securing such
information;

L., Invites the Secretary-General to render the Committee all appropriate
assistance and facilities;

5, Calls upon all Member States promptly to give effect to the present
and previous resolutions of the General Assenbly on the Hungarian problem;

6. PReaffirms its request that the Secretary-General continue to take any
initiative thac ha deems helpful in relation to the Hungaerian problem in conformity
with the principlss of the Charter and the resolutions of the ngeral Assembly.
