Dudapest, January 27 - Hungarian Commmist Lcader Janos Kadar
resigned today as Pranier and turned over the reisns of Govermment to
Prepder Ferenc Muennich. But Kadar retained his post as licad of the llungarian
Corrunist Party. Kadar, announcing a pajor Covernnut re-shuffle told
Parldarpont he was stepping dowm from the prerdership because of the veight
of hi¢ Party duties. lle said he would be a linister of State in the
revamped’ Governrent. Kadar rade the amnouncerent of a major reshuffle of
Govornment in a spoech delivercd to the opening sescion of Parliarent.

[le also announced the appointrent of Valeria Benlke as linister of C.lture
Antal Apro as First Deputy Prire Minister and Gyula Kalai and hirself as
Minisiers of State. Kadar caid he wmes stepping own because of the weight of
his Party duties. He romains First Secretary of the [lungarian Socialist
Workefs (Comrwmnist) Party. The shake up of the Covernnont had been runored
for ronths, but there had becn no official confirmation until Kadar spoke
this norning. The change was not axpecled to mean any rejor shift in Govern-
nent policy. luennich and the others newly appointed have boen closely
associated with Kadar since he was installed as Prire linister after Soviet
tanks crushed tie Revolution of 1956. In addition to Kadar's speech, other
itens on the Agenda are a report on the recently completed one year plan and
a report on the general ecomomic situation. Vhile the reports on the one
year plan and the cconomic sltuation were not expected by lVestern observers
to reveal the country'etrue situvation, demands for further belt

accorpanied by higher productivity were anticipated. Aside fronm Kadar's
resisnation, no political chonpges were axpected to result from the sessione.
An official spokesran said recently that the Covernpent would be broadened
to include non-Party nen but stressed it was not likely to happen at this
time« The session is expected to last threec or four days. In a speech to
Parliament, Kadar sald there would be an armesty for [hngarians who did not
take active part in the rewolt of October 1956. But he declared that rewlt
leader Gen. Pal Maleter and other leading firures would face trial. "People
who ask for frecdom for Malcter for huranistic reasons are wrong', the Prerder
said. "™Malcter and the others must be sentenced under Hungarian law'. Kadar
also sajd that the lhmgarian Army, which virtually desintegrated Curing the
revolution, had been 'renewed! in the last half of 1957. The Comramnist ghief
also dnnounced these major Government chanpes: the appointi:ent of Valeria
Benke as Minister of Cultures. Denlke, a parber of the Central Corxittee of
the Commmist Party, ic currently Prosidont of the Hunpgarian Radio and TV
gystem. Gyula Kallai, former iinister of Culture, will become a MHinister
of State. Kallai is a Politburo and Central Corrdttoe norber. Promotion

of Antal Apro, a Deputy Prime Minister, to the post of Flrst Deputy Minister.
Apro also is g Politburo and Cormunist Contral Cordttee nember. Kadar told
Parlianent that a Governnent reorpganization had resulted in fewer employees
